Time to initiate crackdown against
illegal/unregulated market operators

of new investment opportunities that

offer higher rates of return as
compared to conventional investment
products. While trading commodity futures is
legal in Pakistan, the industry is rife with bad
actors in the space. These bad actors are
unregulated market cperators. Since many of
our customers have limited experience
trading futures, it is important to deline
exactly who unregulated market operators
are. In addition, it is important to understand
whether or not is illegal to trade with an
unregulated markel cperators.

T he general public is always in search

An unregulated market
operator is the one who
is not registered and
licensed by Securities
and Exchange
Commission of
Pakistan (SECF).

It is, therefore,

illegal to trade with
such market
cperators. These
unregulated

market operators
work in collaboeration
with foreign
counlerparts by using
foreign internet-based
trading platiorms/exchanges.
They offer exponentially high
rates of refurn, demand money in

foreign exchange, charge heavy fees and
maniputative sottware to rig the system,.

There should be an immediate crackdown by
the government agencies against the
unragulated market operators. This
crackdown will not onty protect investons but
also raise the Budgel Revenue of GoP and
stop the illegal outflow of Pakistan's precious
Foreign Exchange Reserves.

The customers need to do their due diligence
before making any investment in commadity/
currency futures to protect themsetves from
scammers. Any customer who wishes to

undertake trading in commaodity fulures, while
selecting a broker, must check that it is a
registered broker of Pakistan Mercantile
Exchange (PMEX) and is registered and
licensed by the SECP.

The DFM
empowers the customers 1o get complete contral
of their funds at all times and resfricts the ole
of the brokers primarily ko servicing the existing
customers and soiiciting new businesses.

Underscaring the challenges faced by PMEX,
Mr. Shah highlighted operations of black-market
coperators in Pakistan. These black-market
operators not only eat up PMEX business but
alzo cause heavy drainage of the country's
forgign exchange reserves. Mr. Shah sought
the help of Dr. Shamshad in cracking down on
these black-market operators.

Mr. Shah also explained that gold is a strategic
assel of Pakistan and all efforts should be
made to document trading of this important
commaodity. PMEX being the only futures

exchange of the country has experience of
physical gold trading and therefore PMEX
shotld be defined as the official platfarm for
the rading of gold. Mr. Shah also explained
that opening the import of gold and allowing
free export of gold will increase the Foreign
Exchange Reserves of Pakistan provided
that “cwn resources” are defined comectly
in the import policy. The documentation ot
gold will also increase the tax revenue of the
Government of Pakistan.

Mr. Shah explained in detail aboul Global
Commadity Trading Platform (GCTF), a
wholly-owned subsidiary of PMEX. GCTP will
offer an e-commerce platform that will allow
Pakistani commodity producers and exporters
to sell agri and non-agri commodities to global
buyers with a click of a few bultons.

Di. Shamshad Akhter thanked Mr. Shah

for the detailed briefing on PMEX and ils
upcoming iniliatives. She appreciated the
efforts of the Exchange in sireamiining
investors’ funds thiough DFM which will help
in building investors' confidence in trading
futures at PMEX.
